Good class etiquette for belly dancers

Rule number one: be respectful of your teacher, each other, and the space. All the rest follow on this one rule.
Come to class on time. If you must be late, come in quietly and do not distract the other students or the instructor.

Come to class consistently, or find a way to get the make-up class that you need. My classes run on different days. Sometimes it will be possible to make up a missed class in the same level on another day. It is not fair to the other students to ask me to repeat material they have already covered. It’s cumulative!

Be realistic in your expectations. If you are new to bellydance, take into account that you are not likely to become proficient at it in a seven-week course, even if you have a strong background in other kinds of dance.

Socialize before and after class. Class time is for dancing.

Speak up if you have a question. Do not ask your fellow students for clarification. You may ask, but you may not argue. 

Don’t teach in your teacher’s class; if one of your fellow students needs help, send her to the instructor.

Be responsible for reading the class material. You will get a username and password for class handouts on the web. Keep it, and use it.
